SUPPLEMENTAL POST-HEARING DOCUMENT SUBMISSION IN SUPPORT
OF MOTION OF WILLIAM H. MALOOF TO VACATE THE AGREED ORDER
CONVERTING CHAPTER 7 PROCEEDINGSTO CHAPTER 11 ROCEEDINGS
ENTERED INTO ON JUNE 11, 2002 AND MOTION FOR LEAVE TO
CONTROVERT THE BANKRUPTCY PETITION
FILED JUNE 6, 2002

Now comes William H. Maloof, sole shareholder of the Debtors in the above-
captioned case, by and through counsel undersigned and for his Supplemental Post-
Hearing Document Submission in Support of the Motion to Vacate the Agreed Order
Converting Chapter 7 Proceedings to Chapter 11 Proceedings entered into June 11, 2002,
pursuant to R. 60(b)(6), F.R.C.P, asincorporated by reference in the Rules of Bankruptcy
Procedure, and for his Motion for Leave to Controvert the Involuntary Bankruptcy
Petition filed June 6, 2002, pursuant to 11 U.S.C. Sec. 303, states as follows:

1) Your Movant in oral argument referenced certain documents in furtherance of
his argument in support of his Motion to Vacate, the first of which was a sequence of
letters and emails relating to Benesch, Friedlander, Coplan & Aronoff’s disengagement
from their personal representation of Movant, collectively Exhibit “A.” This sequence
demonstrates that the April 17, 2002 disengagement letter (Examiner’s Report Exhibit 95

(B), presented to the Examiner as authentic, was, in fact, afraud, in that as of April 30,

2002, an email from William Schonberg had as one of the action items, item No. 8,
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composition of an appropriate disengagement letter to Movant. Thisis further
demonstrated by the email of James Hill of the firm to the Movant on April 28, 2002, in
which he specifically addresses the Movant as the owner of Level Propane, and the firm’'s
personally retained tax client, with ultimate authority as to disposition of Level Propane's
assets.

2) Your Movant aso argued from an email sequence between Alan Omori of
DSI and Natasha Brandt of the Debtor, on July 25, 2002, in which Patty Geitgey of
Newmarket Partnersis discussed as a primary participant in the financial management of
the Debtor, Exhibit “B,” contrary to the assurances set out in the Agreed Order of June
11, 2002 upon which your Movant relied.

3) your Movant finally discussed the events of January 9 and13, 2003, in which
the hard-copy customer records, consisting of over one million returned, stamp-cancelled,
NCR carbonless paper self-mailing statements filed by date over a period of years asa
reference record, that coordinated the customer address, customer account number and
tank serial number was disposed of on the pretense of achurch mission fund-raiser in
which the postage stamps would be removed for some sort of charitable redemption. The
participants in this fraudulent document disposition were Natasha Brandt, Debtor’ s
counsel, and Richard Anter, Debtor’ s President. Simultaneously, that very day, Steven
Sues determined as the Debtor’ s CEO that there would be no transfer of customer
addresses, customer account numbers and tank seria numbersto an Excel spread sheet by
which the customer could be readily and immediately ascertained, while maintaining that
no such record coordinating customer addresses, account numbers and tank serial

numbers existed, Exhibit “C.”
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Wherefore, having further supported his Motion to Vacate the Agreed Order of
June 11, 2002, the Movant prays that it be granted.
