
1.) That prior to his taking the deposition of Richard Anter on September 17, 2004 he came into possession of a certain used personal computer;


2.) That he discovered certain internal emails of the Debtor on said personal computer;

That he used one of the emails in his deposistion of Richard anter a well known scoundrel in Cleveland Business circles to try to assertan his involvement in the document distruction. No mater how hard he  tried anter wouldn’t stop lying about how and when he disided to stop being president of level but stayed president of horizon even though Horizen propane was just a name until late June of 2003.
 That had he known or realized there were other emails pertaining document destruction involving Anter he would have advised Mr.Christian Sticken of the United States Department of Justice so he could have added it to his report on the subject Richard Anter, made during the early months of 2005.

3.) That the aforesaid personal computer had a trial offer version of Microsoft Office installed on its hard drive;


4.) That the aforesaid trial version of Microsoft Office had only several days left before it timed out;


5.) That he discovered the existence of the aforesaid internal emails of the Debtor on said computer, but could neither access them nor assess their significance before the trial offer version of Microsoft Office timed out as aforesaid;


6.) That he did not have the funds or credit to purchase the Microsoft Office program, therefore the emails became inaccessible to him, nor was he permitted to continue his mismanagement action in the Bankruptcy Court, that his attorney retained to represent him in the action became ill hospialized was paralyzed on his right side, the court would not believe him and would not give an extention of time for discovery and he therefore had scant reason to further pursue recovery of the emails;


7.) That he found an inexpensive version of the Microsoft Office program around September, 2005, which he purchased and installed on the aforesaid personal computer, along with other personal computers in his possession;


8.) That the emails were once again accessible, and that there were thousands of pages of these emails, but many thousands of pages of them had been erased or encrypted, and each email was held as a separate file;


9.) That he only began to review the emails aforesaid after the revelations of Pat Tighe made their importance clear to him in November – December, 2005;


10.) That the process of reviewing said emails took many hundreds of man hours and that he sent the emails that had any bearing on his claims to his counsel as he found them.
